Mountain. The main ridge of High Tatras is 26 km long whereas the majority of 
the ridge are form 2,400 to 2,500 m high.

Day  1 
Hiking: Tatranská Lomnica – Štart - Chata pri Zelenom plese 3h 35 min., Jah� ací  štít - peak 
and back    
Duration: 3h 35 min. 
Accommodation in the hotel                  
 
Tatranská Lomnica (850-890 m, population 1,650) is the easternmost tourist centre of the 
three centers located in the southern foothills of the High Tatras.  
Valley of Zelené pleso is the southeast side branch of the most eastern 7,5 kilometers long 
valley – Ke�marskej Bielej Vody. There are three lakes in the valley and the most important is 
Zelené (1545 m, 1,77 ha and 4,5 m deep) with a chalet Chata pri Zelenom Plese.       
Jah� ací štít (2229 m) is the most eastern peak of the High Tatras jutting out of the main 
ridge. It is famous for splendid views at the whole massif of the Belianske Tatras and the east 
part of the High Tatras. English traveler Robert Townson completed the first documented 
climb in 1793.   
 
Day 2  
Hiking: Chata pri Zelenom plese - Ve� ká Sviš� ovka - Skalnaté pleso - Zamkovského chata-
Hrebienok  
Duration: 4h 45 min. 
Cable car from Skalnaté pleso to Lomnicky štít

Skalnaté pleso (1751 m) the slowly drying up lake, in the vicinity it the Astronomic 
Observatory SAV. Lomnický peak by chair lift is among the most attractive adventures for 
tourists. It reaches in only a few minutes the differential height 1,700 m and carries tourists to 
a height of 2,634m above sea level. Hrebienok  (1,285m) situated in the south – eastern end 
of crest of Slavkovský štít peak has been one of the best attractions for visitors to the High 
Tatras Mountain for about one hundred years.   
  
Day 3 
Hiking: Hrebienok - Teryho chata - Prie� ne sedlo - Zbojnícka chata - Hrebienok  
Duration: 8h 15 min. 
Accommodation in the chalet                   
 
Day 4  
Hiking: Hrebienok - Sliezsky dom - Popradské pleso 5h 15 min. 
Duration:- The Symbolical Cemetery 1h 
Accommodation in the chalet                   
 
Popradské Pleso lies amid a forest at an altitude of 1,494 m. The lake, with an area of 6,88 
hectares, contains about 450,000 m3 of water. As one of the few lakes where fish live it was 
called Rybie pleso lake (Fish Lake).  
 
Day 5  
Hiking: Popradské pleso - Chata pod Rysmi - Rysy and back to the Popradské pleso  
Duration: 5h 35 min 
Accommodation in the chalet                   
                     
Day 6  
Hiking: Popradské pleso - Štrbské Pleso  
Duration: 1h 15min. 
 
Štrbské Pleso is one of the most popular and most visited Tatras lakes. It sits at 1347 metres 
and is the second largest lake on the Slovakian side of the Tatras.
