Day 1 Arrival  to the airport in Bratislava and transfer to the hotel/pension. Welcome drink 
and dinner. Overnight.  
 
Day 2 Sightseeing in Bratislava  
 
With a professional guide we will have the opportunity to know the history of the Capital and 
biggest City in Slovakia – former crowning town, of which the first written document dates 
back to the year 907.  
Primate’s Palace – situated in the old town built in 1778 -1781.  
Martin’s Cathedral  – the largest Gothic structure in Bratislava built in the 13th century, 
where we can admire the Baroque group of sculptures of St. Martin by sculptor G.R. Donner, 
as well as the Gothic and Renaissance tombstones, beautiful colorful windows and octagonal 
columns. 
Michael’s Gate In the medieval times the town was behind fortified walls that surrounded it 
and the entry and exit was possible by one of the four heavily fortified gates. On the East Side 
it was the Laurinc gate, named after St. Laurinc, on the South side it was the Rybna gate or 
the Fishermen's gate. This was the smallest gate of the four, used mainly by the fishermen 
entering the city with their catch from the river Danube.  
Slavín - is a memorial monument and cemetery for Soviet Army soldiers who fell during 
World War II while liberating the city of Bratislava in April 1945 from German troops 
Lunch at 1:30 pm 
In the afternoon  
Devin Castle above the confluence of the rivers Danube and Morava is one of the three oldest 
historically acknowledged castles in Slovakia.  
In the evening will be a lunch in the restaurant in Bratislava, than overnight in Bratislava. 
 
Day 3 Bratislava - Bojnice Castle Demänovská Ice Cave – Levo� a  



 
Transfer to Bojnice Castle  some 185 km far away from Bratislava.   
Bojnice castle is one of the most romantic and the most visited cultural monuments in the 
Middle Europe.  In interior of Bojnice castle are hidden a lot of exhibits, which collected 
especially last noble owner of Bojnice castle: count Ján František Pálfi. Bojnice Castle 
belongs to the oldest and most important memorials in Slovakia. It stands on a travertine hill 
over the town. The first written record of the existence of the castle comes from 1113 in the 
writ of Zobor Abbey.  
Demänovská Ice Cave The Demänovská Ice Cave is one of the first known caves in the 
world. It is mentioned in the document of the Ostrihom's Chapter from December 5, 1299. 
The cave was explored for the first time in 1719 by Juraj Buchholtz jr., who made also its first 
lengthwise cross-section with marking of its all glaciated stalactite and stalagmite parts. 
Various scholars from all over the world sought after it. The cave was open to the public in 
1880s thanks to the effort of the Liptovský department of the Karpatský club in the town of 
Liptovský Mikuláš.  
Transfer to Levo� a dinner and overnight in Levo� a in historical hotel directly on the square of 
Mater Paul.  
 
Day 4 Levo� a – Spišská Kapitula – Spiš Castle- �ehra – Levo� a UNESCO 
 
Levo� a a gem among the Slovak towns since medieval times Levo� a had belonged to 
outstanding royal free towns of the Hungarian Empire. Levo� a, similarly to many other Spiš 
towns was originated by the junction of the Slavic settlements and the German new – comers.  

Master Paul�s square is one of the greatest medieval squares in Slovakia. It is surrounded by 
more than 60 town and patrician houses form the 14th – 15th centuries. The most precious 
monument of Levo� a is St. James� Church and its highest Gothic wooden altar in the World 
–the work of Mater Paul of Levo� a.  It is the second largest church in Slovakia with measures 
of 60 x 27 m. There are 11 valuable altars in the church as well.   

At about 1:30 pm you can enjoy your lunch in typical Slovak wooden restaurant and test 
Slovak specialties. In the afternoon in the vicinity of the charming restaurant is Spišská 
Kapitula  originally an independent village, but in 1948 it became an administrative part of 
the village of Spišské Podhradie. The village arose around a central hill with a church and it 
still keeps its religious character. The Roman-Catholic church has had a seat there since the 
middle 13th century. The village was surrounded by stonewalls, built between 1662-1665.  In 
1776 it became a seat of the Spiš Holy See. 

Spiš Castle On a dolomite rock 200 m above the surrounding land, at the elevation of 634 m, 
there is one of the most precious cultural monuments in the Spiš region that reigns over the 
Spiš basin - the Spiš Castle. It is not just an evidence of architectural development from the 
12-th to the 18-th century. With its area of 41 426 m2 it is at the same time one of the largest 
castles in the Central Europe. Transfer to Levo� a, dinner overnight in the same hotel Levo� a.  

�ehra  The oldest part of the two-nave church with a square presbytery is a mixture of two 
styles preserved until the present time. It is a sensitively accomplished combination of the 
Romanesque and Early Gothic building elements. 

The vaulting in the church nave built in 1433 is younger; the Baroque onion-shaped dome of 
the church tower molding its inimitable silhouette was finished in 1769. Unique medieval 



wall paintings that were created gradually, from the second half of the 13th century till the 
end of the 15th century, were preserved in the church interior.  

The temple paintings in �ehra are remarkable for their artistic quality and unusual thematic 
diversity. They depict various Biblical stories and legends of the saints. The painting of what 
is referred to as the Tree of Life is especially impressing. It was revealed in 1954. The 
crucified Christ in the centre divides the history of salvage into the Old and the New 
Testament.  The Old Testament is symbolized by a figure of a woman - Synagoga and the 
New Testament is represented by a figure of Ecclesia. The figures of Adam and Eva are 
placed on the sides of the painting.  

 

Day 5 Levo� a - High Tatras, open air museum Pribylina – Levo� a  

Breakfast at 8:00 a.m. and transfer to High Tatras – Tatranská Lomnica.  High Tatras - 
Vysoké Tatry, an area whose natural beauty makes it one of the most remarkable recreation 
areas not only in Slovakia but in all of Europe. Among other things, the High Tatras offer 
exceptionally clean air and a unique climate, leaving every visitor feeling better, especially 
those who take advantage of the many health spa treatments available.  
Hiking paths, ranging from gentle to highly demanding, wind among spectacular peaks and 
rock walls. From Tatranská Lomnica by cable way we will reach the Lomnický peak (2634 
above sea level) one of the most visited peaks of High Tatras.  

After lunch in Tatranská Lomnica we will transfer to the Štrbské pleso is the highest 
settlement in Vysoké Tatry (the High Tatras), originally formed around an almost 20 hectare 
lake, the second largest on the Slovak side of the High Tatras. Afterwards just some 25 km 
from � trbeké Pleso we will see the Museum of Liptov Village Pribylina which is an 
extended exhibition of the Liptov Museum at Ru�omberok. Its first section was open to public 
in 1991. This section includes buildings from the inundated area of the water reservoir 
Liptovská Mara and from a few villages of Upper and Lower Liptov. Transfer to Levo� a 
dinner in the restaurant, overnight in Levo� a. 

Day 6 Levo� a - � ervený Kláštor – Red Monastery, rafting on the river 
Dunajec – Stará � ubov� a an open air museum - castle in Stará � ubov� a – 
Levo� a   

From Levo� a at 8:30 a.m. we will go some 70 km to see beautiful National Park Pieniny. The 
14th century Cartusian - Kamaldul Monastery and Church of St. Anton are located in the 
beautiful surroundings of Pieniny beneath the Tri koruny peak, near the banks of the river 
Dunajec. The museum exposition, which was made accessible in 1966, approximates for 
visitors the history, the monastery life of the above-mentioned orders and the rare art history 
landmarks of the surroundings. This monastery was made famous in the past by the monk 
Cyprian, who was a cultivator of medicinal herbs. Flowing further away Dunajec created a 
romantic ravine in the limestone reefs, known as Prielom Dunajca (Dunajec Canyon). 3,6 km2 
of the Dunajec Canyon area is a protected National Natural Reserve. It is a very interesting 
area especially by its flora and a picturesque landscape. 361 km2 of the Dunajec drainage is 
situated at the Slovak territory. 20 km long part of its flow is at the same time the Slovak-
Polish border. We will raft down the river Dunajec. Untraditional lunch you will enjoy in 



the open air restaurant in Lesnica. After lunch we will go to the former free royal town Stará 
� ubov� a to visit medieval castle and open air museum. Transfer to Levo� a dinner in the 
restaurant – overnight in Levo� a.  

Day 7 Levo� a – Bratislava – transfer to Bratislava to the airport
