Day 1 Arrival to the airport in Bratislava and transfer to the hotel/pension. Welcome drink
and dinner. Overnight.

Day 2 Sightseeing in Bratislava

In the morning with a professional guide we will have the opportunity to know the history of
the Capital and biggest City in Slovakia — former crowning town, of which the first written
document dates back to the year 907.

Primate’s Palace — situated in the old town built in 1778 -1781.

Martin’s Cathedral — the largest Gothic structure in Bratislava built in the 13th century,
where we can admire the Baroque group of sculptures of St. Martin by sculptor G.R. Donner,
as well as the Gothic and Renaissance tombstones, beautiful colorful windows and octagonal
columns.

Michael’s Gate In the medieval times the town was behind fortified walls that surrounded it
and the entry and exit was possible by one of the four heavily fortified gates. On the East Side
it was the Laurinc gate, named after St. Laurinc, on the South side it was the Rybna gate or
the Fishermen's gate. This was the smallest gate of the four, used mainly by the fishermen
entering the city with their catch from the river Danube.

Slavin - is a memorial monument and cemetery for Soviet Army soldiers who fell during
World War II while liberating the city of Bratislava in April 1945 from German troops

Lunch at 1:30 pm

In the afternoon

Devin Castle above the confluence of the rivers Danube and Morava is one of the three oldest
historically acknowledged castles in Slovakia. In the evening will be a lunch in the restaurant
in Bratislava, than overnight in Bratislava.

Day 3 Banska Stiavnica, Sviity kriz Lutheran church — UNESCO



Transfer to Banska Stiavnica some 174 km far away from Bratislava. The most famous ages
of Banskd Stiavnica are connected with mining activity. In certain times Banskd Stiavnica
region belonged among world's most productive centers of gold and silver mining. Entering
two of hundreds of original mines originating in medieval ages is a part of essential
explorations of Bansk4 Stiavnica treasures. Banskd Stiavnica is a unique city in a unique
region. By no mistake it is inscribed into UNESCO World Cultural Heritage List. Banska
Stiavnica used to be amazingly rich town, it had been a seat of numerous institutions related
to mining, science, education, and it used to be a city full of flourishing business. All this is
imprinted in its streets, in sights from hills surrounding its center, in hidden corners of its
medieval palaces, or steep, narrow streets of its mining settlement. Guided tour of historical
center of the town will bring you stories about the life of the medieval town centuries ago and
today. You will experience life and importance of this place from ,,the other side“, not just
from shining cover pages of tourist guides.

Svity kriz Transfer to village Svity kriz (Saint Cross). The village Saint Cross is situated
close to the water-dam Liptovskd Mara and the city Liptovsky Mikulds. Behind the village
there is a wooden church, which is probably one of the biggest wooden churches in Europe.
It was moved from the currently flooded village Paludza between 1974 and 1982.
The first wooden Evangelic church in Paludza was built in the year 1693 after a municipal
council meeting in Sopron, which approved 82 articles - following the decision of the emperor
Leopold, who allowed to build wooden protestant churches. Churches could stand only
outside of a village and be built only from wood. The church was rebuilt in 1774 in 8 months
by the master Jozef Lang, who could neither read nor write. The church tower was built in
1781 and in 1921-1922 the old bells were replaced by the new ones.
Inside you can find a baroque altar, a preacher place, stone baptistery, paintings with bible
motives, a lustre from venetian glass and an organ. The church has a capacity of 6000 people.

Transfer to Levo a dinner and overnight in Levo a in historical hotel directly on the square of
Mater Paul.

Day 4 Levoc¢a UNESCO

After breakfast at 8:30 a.m. is sightseeing tour in Levo a on the programme. Levo a a gem
among the Slovak towns since medieval times Levo a had belonged to outstanding royal free
towns of the Hungarian Empire. Levo a, similarly to many other Spi§ towns was originated
by the junction of the Slavic settlements and the German new — comers.

Master Paul’s square is one of the greatest medieval squares in Slovakia. It is surrounded by
more than 60 town and patrician houses form the 14th — 15th centuries. The most precious
monument of Levo a is St. James’ Church and its highest Gothic wooden altar in the World
—the work of Mater Paul of Levo a. It is the second largest church in Slovakia with measures
of 60 x 27 m. There are 11 valuable altars in the church as well.

At about 1:30 pm you can enjoy your lunch in typical Slovak wooden restaurant and test
Slovak specialties. In the afternoon in the vicinity of the charming restaurant is SpiSska
Kapitula originally an independent village, but in 1948 it became an administrative part of
the village of Spisské Podhradie. The village arose around a central hill with a church and it
still keeps its religious character. The Roman-Catholic church has had a seat there since the
middle 13th century. The village was surrounded by stonewalls, built between 1662-1665. In
1776 it became a seat of the Spis$ Holy See.



Spis Castle On a dolomite rock 200 m above the surrounding land, at the elevation of 634 m,
there is one of the most precious cultural monuments in the Spi§ region that reigns over the
Spi§ basin - the Spi§ Castle. It is not just an evidence of architectural development from the
12-th to the 18-th century. With its area of 41 426 m2 it is at the same time one of the largest
castles in the Central Europe. Transfer to Levo a, dinner overnight in the same hotel Levo a.

Day 5 Levota UNESCO- Spissky Stvrtok — KeZzmarok UNESCO - Spisska
Sobota — High Tatras - Levoca

After breakfast at 8:00 a.m. transfer to Spissky Stvrtok to St. Ladislav's Church, built before
Tartars' raid. We know this due to the Romanesque windows on the church's tower. In 1402, a
new Gothic church with one nave was built. The tower is built in both Romanesque and
Gothic style.From the original Gothic equipment remained, only the Pieta from 14th Century
and a painting, The Death of Virgin Mary, from 1450 can be found in the chapel.

In 1473, Zapol'sky's Chapel was built to the church. It is one of the highlights of Gothic
architecture in Slovakia. Originally it was intended as the funeral chapel of the Zépo sky
family. It has winding stairs with the upper part. An underground passageway connects the
chapel with the convent. In the upper part, a suspension choir with railing stands out.

KeZzmarok. The town was founded by unification of several originally Slavic settlements with
a settlement of German immigrants. The first written notice about the town comes from the
year 1251. In 1269 KeZzmarok gained some of the King’s privileges. KeZmarok was an
important educational, cultural and art centre. Many writers, artists and scientists famous all
around the Europe lived here. The first written notice about a school is from the 14-th century.
This was the begin of musical, creative and dramatic arts in this region. The town had a
multinational character. Nowadays you can find there Slovak, Czech, Polish, German,
Hungarian, Ukrainian and Roma people. More than seven centuries long history of the town
influenced its architecture, too. It contains the Roman, Gothic, Renaissance and Baroque
styles. A very peculiar feature of the town is its cradle shaped centre with a Mayor House in
the middle and a castle at the end. KeZmarok is one of important reservations of historical
monuments in Slovakia. It is full of churches and old townsman houses, the most interesting
are the following National Cultural Monuments: a wooden Evangelic church from 1717 and
an Evangelic Lyceum from 1775. The Roman-Catholic Church of St. Cross from 1498 was
awarded the title Basilica Minor by the pope. The tradition of folk crafts remained till today
and has been presented each year in the second week in July since 1991.

Spisska Sobota The first written notice about Spisska Sobota is from the year 1256. In the
13-th century it was an important trade centre, a town with a right to have its own sign. As a
result of German immigration it became the most important town in the Spi$ region. Between
1412 and 1772 it was (as a part of a deposit) given to the Polish King Zigmund as counter-
value for the financial loan. In 1567 SpiSskd Sobota was awarded a right to promote open
markets. The town was a centre of crafts, trade and culture. Many gothic, renaissance and
baroque townsmen houses remained preserved up to present day. In the centre, there is a
church of St. Gorge's. Originally it was a late roman church (1273), but it gained some gothic
features (1464). Its main altar is a late-gothic one (1516). It was made by Master Paul from
Levo a.



Strbské Mountain-Lake (1346 m) is the most famous and the most visited lake in the High
Tatras. It is called Strbské because it is situated in the Strba district. The High Tatras
Mountains are situated in the northern part of Slovakia, on the border with Poland. In 1949 it
was declared to be the first Slovak national park (TANAP) and in 1993 it was together with
the polish part of the Tatras Mountains declared by the UNESCO to be the "Biospheric
reservation of the Tatras".

Transfer to Levoca, at 5:00 p.m. organ concert in the church.

Day 6 Levoca — Bardejov — Jedlinka - Hervartov — Levo¢a UNESCO

After the breakfast we will go some 94 km to the town of Bardejov, situated in the north of
eastern Slovakia. The first written document of the town dates back to 1241. At the turn of the
13th and 14th centuries, the town attracted the attention of Hungarians sovereign of the family
Anjou, for its strategic position on the commercial road for the Poland and the Russia. In the
1320 king Charles Robert of Anjou granted to colonists from Silesia extensive rights, which
speeded up the process of transformation of the chartered village Bardejov into a town. In
1352 the town obtained the right to hold the 8-day fair and the guarantee of freedom for all
who took part in it. In 1365 Bardejov obtained the right of capital punishment and in 1376
King Louis I. promoted it to the status of Free Royal Town. In the 30.11.2000 Bardejov was
enlisted into UNESCO World Heritage List.

Jedlinka The Orthodox Church of the Mother of God the Protector, dates back to 1763. The
construction is a typical Lemkov variant of Ukrainian-Ruthenian three-section and three-
towered wooden churches. Almost the entire interior was made at the time of the construction
of the church. The iconostas and Altar of the Birth of the Virgin Mary is from 1780 and have
Baroque features. The wooden Baroque candelabras, the goblet from the first half of the 18th
century and liturgical books from the 17th century printed in Cyrillic are precious interior
accessories.

Hervartov This Roman Catholic wooden church, in which you now find yourself, was
dedicated to Saint Francis of Assisi, an important medieval saint and founder of the
Franciscan Order.This wooden church is from the 15 th century and represents the oldest type
of wooden church in Slovakia. It is made form red spruce. The interior underwent more
changes in its decoration, especially during the Reformation, when precious reformation
relicts were added, e.g. wall paintings from 1665. In the 18 th century some baroque
decoration nad late baroque painting of J. Mirejovsky from 1803 were added. The main altar,
The virgin Mary altar, St. Catherine of Alexandria and St. Barbara altar form 1460 — 1470
were restored to its original from between 1985 and 1990. Transfer to Levo a.

Day 7 Levoca — Bratislava — transfer to Bratislava to the airport

After your breakfast we will bring to you to the airport in Bratislava (370 km)
