	 1717, UNESCO sight, visit of the square and the castle. Tour 6: Levoča–Pieniny (national park) 

�� Červený Kláštor – is located in the 
	 centre of the national park Pieniny, 		
	 originally Gothic style monastery with 	
		  a Church form the 14th century.

�� Rafting – on the mountain river 		
	 Dunajec in the beautiful national park 	
	 Pieniny. 

�� Stará Ľubovňa – open air museum 		
	 underneath the castle of Stará Ľubovňa.

Tour 5: Dobšinská ľadová jaskyňa (Dobšinská ice cave)–Krásna hôrka–
Betliar

�� Betliar – mansion house, representative hunting residence.

(observation point)

��Markušovce – Renaissance 		
	 mansion house, later on rebuilt  
	 into the Rococo style with the 	
	 exposition of historical furniture.   

��Spišská Nová Ves – visit of the 	
	 biggest lenticular shape square in 	
	 Slovakia.

��Slovenský raj (Slovak Paradise) – 	
	 Tomášovský výhľad (observation 	
	 point 680 m. above sea level) a 	
	 rocky gallery with an excellent 	
	 view to the Breach of Hornád.

Tour 4: Bardejov–Bardejovské 
Kúpele–skanzen (an open air 
museum)–Hervartov

��Bardejov – visit of the former 
	 free royal town.

��Bardejovské kúpele, UNESCO 	
	 sight an open air museum. 

��Drevený kostolík Hervartov – 
	 Roman-Catholic wooden 		
	 Church of the St. Francis from 	
	 Assisi, from the 15th century, 	
	 UNESCO sight.
